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SHIRTS/TOPS

v' Must cover all parts of the torso at all times (whether sitting, standing, reaching
or bending).

v’ Spaghetti straps, halters, crop tops, and tube tops are NOT PERMITTED.
Sweaters/jackets may not be used for covering/correcting the dress code
violation.

v’ Sleeveless shirts must have at least 2’ wide straps and not show excessive
armpits.

v" Shirts must not display sexually suggestive messages; crude or vulgar printing or
drawings; nor depict drugs, tobacco or alcoholic beverages

SKIRTS/DRESSES/SHORTS
v" Must be a reasonable length according to students’ height (extend pass the
palms in standing position) to cover body parts and undergarments at all times.
v’ Linings and or pockets SHOULD NOT BE VISIBLE below the hem of shorts, skirts or
dresses.

PANTS/JEANS
v" Pants should fit appropriately without sagging, not overly tight and hide all
undergarments.
v/ PANTS OR JEANS SHOULD NOT BE EXCESSIVELY RIPPED OR TORN ABOVE THE
KNEES.

v Clothing should not be sheer or see-through at any time.
v' Pajama Pants/clothing or Bed slippers ARE NOT allowed except for spirit days.
v" Shoes must be worn at all times; flip-flops are not suitable for school.

MASKS
v" Must be worn in the building. Students will be given mask breaks during the
school day.
v" Masks must not display words, drawing or graphic that depict drugs, alcohol,
sexually suggestive messages.
